Course Description: Behavioural Neuroscience is a survey of knowledge about brain mechanisms of behaviour.  In this course, if time permits, we will cover neurological disorders, schizophremia and affective disorders, anxiety, autism, attention-deficit/hyperactivity disorder, and stress disorders, ingestive behavior, reproductive behavior, sleep, and drug abuse. 
Text: Physiology of Behavior (11th ed.), by Neil R. Carlson 

If time permits, we will cover 9 chapters in the textbook (Chapters 15-18, 7-10, 12).

Evaluation:

Term Tests (2 x 20% = 40%): The term tests will be given on Thursday, Feb 13th and Tuesday, March 18th. There will be no make-up tests. If you miss one of the term tests, the 20% will be added to your final exam, making it worth 55%. You must provide appropriate documentation (i.e., doctor’s note) for the missed test to prevent a grade of 0% being assigned.

If your mark on your final exam is higher than your overall quiz average, then the 10% will be added to your final exam mark, making your final worth 45%.
